Facts About Ethiopia 

• Population: 122,184,891 

• Ethiopia is the country with the second highest 
population in Africa, and with almost 1,5 % of 
the world population. 

• Ethiopia has the most orphans in the world 

• 40% of the population are youth. 

Child Marriage  
• 40% of girls married before the age of eighteen.  
• 14% are married before their 15th birthday. 
• Ethiopia has the 14th highest prevalence of child marriage in the world and has the fourth 

highest absolute number of women married or in a union before the age of eighteen.  

Poverty 
Child brides in Ethiopia are 
more likely to reside in poor 
households and in rural 
areas. 58% of girls living in 
the poorest households are 
married. 

Gender Norms 
Girls are seen primarily as 
wives and mothers. They are 
labeled as “impure” or “too 
old” if they do not marry at 
an early age. 

Level of Education 
A low value placed on girls’ 
education. The risk of being 
abducted or raped during long 
journey of school. 
68% of Ethiopian girls with no 
education are married before 
the age of eighteen.

Female Genital Mutilation and Cutting (FGM/C) 
65% of women aged 15-65 years have experienced FGM. Some 
Ethiopian girls who do not undergo FGM/C are told they will 
be unable to find a husband, and some parents fear that if they 
do not engage in FGM/C they will be socially sanctioned by the 
community.

Civil-War  
Internal displacement. 
Girls left without a father 
& community, or guidance. 
Girls forced to marry for 
survival.
